Zero Tolerance Policy and General Rules

Middleboro Youth Soccer fully endorses and supports good sportsmanship and fair play. We are committed to providing a healthy, safe, and supportive learning environment for all of our players, referees, parents and fans. As such, we support a ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY for conduct and ask that you abide by the General Rules set forth by MYSA.
General Rules
1. No jewelry or hard hair accessories (hair clips, beads, barrettes, etc.) can be worn during matches or practices. This includes pierced earrings. (Medical alert jewelry is the only exception, and must be safely secured).

2. Players and coaches should be on one side of the field, and parents/spectators should be at the designated viewing areas on the other side during games.

3. Nobody is to stand behind the goal keeper while the game is being played. No coaches, no parents, no exceptions.

4. Cleats with toe-spikes (football cleats) and/or metal spikes (baseball style) are prohibited.

5. No Pets Allowed.  No Exceptions.

6. Parking on Nye’s Rd (the access road) is strictly prohibited.

ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY
It is the responsibility of ALL coaches, players and parents to maintain the highest standards of conduct for themselves, their players and supporters in all matches. Abusive, confrontational and obscene language, violent play, poor conduct, fighting, inciting, escalating and other behavior detrimental to individuals, the game and the sport will not be tolerated. All coaches, players, parents and spectators are expected to treat the referee with respect. This includes the times prior to, during and after the game.

 

All persons responsible for a team and all of the spectators shall support the referee at all times. Failure to do so will undermine the referee’s authority and has the very real potential of creating a hostile environment for the players, the referee and all other participants and spectators.

 

Therefore:
No one is to address the referee or make comments on or about a referees call or non-call while present at any Middleboro Youth Soccer Game (Home or Away).

Exceptions for coaches or players during a match: 

1) Responding to a referee initiating communication
2) Making Substitutions
3) Pointing out emergencies or safety issues

All conversations are to be in a polite, respectful tone of voice. No sarcasm. No intimidation.

Exceptions for coaches or players at half time or end of game: 

1) Ask for an explanation of a call or a rule
2) Polite friendly feedback 

All conversations are to be in a polite, respectful tone of voice. No sarcasm. No intimidation.

Exceptions for fans, spectators, others:
1) Responding to a referee initiating communication
2) Pointing out emergencies or safety issues 

All conversations are to be in a polite, respectful tone of voice. No sarcasm. No intimidation.

Middleboro Youth Soccer may impose sanctions upon the offending individual(s) including: 

1) Suspension or dismissal of a coach or player from team position 

2) Banishment of the offender from participation and or attendance at events 

3) Banishment of offender’s family from participation in or attendance at events

If a player, parent or coach has an issue with a referee, please report it to a Middleboro Youth Soccer board member immediately.
